Catalog Rights

 Students who started prior to Fall 2025 can follow Cal-GETC, CSU GE Breadth or IGETC (as long as
they maintain catalog rights AND were not dual enrolled HS students)

« Students maintain catalog rights to any year that they have attended as long as they have
maintained "continuous enrollment" (which is attending one semester per academic year)*

o Each CCC determines their own catalog rights policy
o CSUs have catalog rights policy
o UCs do not have catalog rights policy

In the spirit of supporting unique interests and styles of faculty, intersegmental faculty
working together to develop CCN Descriptor elements are encouraged to write the elements
in a way that provides faculty the opportunity to customize the students’ learning experience
while meeting the requirements of the course content.

The recommended CCN Descriptor Elements table does not include all elements currently
used for review of courses for transfer articulation. Notably, textbooks and assignments

are not included. The CCN Task Force recommends that strong efforts are made by the
intersegmental faculty groups to simplify the review of descriptor elements, as it adds to
faculty workload and its current complexity may negatively affect students receiving transfer
credits for CCC courses.
